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 FISCAL AGENCY AGREEMENTPRIVATE 

This Fiscal Agency Agreement ("Agreement"), dated as of ***, is by and between AMR ARTISTS INC., a Delaware County-based not-for-profit corporation (“Agent”), and [Insert name of sponsored organization/artist] (“Sponsor”).

Background
A. AMR ARTISTS INC. is qualified as a tax-exempt organization under Internal Revenue Code section 501(c)3.  Its mission is to support a vibrant cultural life for our community by promoting and advocating on behalf of the area’s artists and cultural institutions. AMR ARTISTS INC. Coalition recognizes that a creative environment is an essential component of energetic civic life and sustained economic growth in the community
B. Sponsor is an artist/arts organization which aims to strengthen the area’s arts through funding, visibility initiatives, networking with local galleries, businesses, and chambers of commerce.  We provide umbrella support and advocacy for the arts within our community. Our goal for 2019 is to secure our area of Eastern Delaware County as a vibrant regional hub for celebrating creative and cultural experiences.













Wherefore, the parties agree as follows:


Fiscal Agency Agreement
1. Duration.  This Agreement will commence on the date stated above and will continue until all final report materials have been submitted and accepted by the Roxbury Arts Group for the purposes of the Decentralization Grant Program. This Agreement may be terminated by Sponsor at any time upon notice to Agent. Agent may terminate this Agreement only upon forty-five (45) days’ notice to Sponsor, so as to enable Sponsor sufficient time to locate a replacement fiscal agent. In the event of termination by either party, Agent will, within five (5) business days of the effective termination date, distribute to Sponsor all monies due under paragraph 4.

2. Use of Funds.  Sponsor agrees to use all funds received through the fiscal agency in accordance with the Project budget attached hereto as Exhibit A.

3. Fiscal Agent.  Agent will function as fiscal agent for Project.  As fiscal agent, Agent will:

a) Receive funds explicitly intended for Project. Agent will deposit all such sums in Agent’s checking account at Wayne Bank, and
b) Disburse funds in accordance with the reporting expectations of the Decentralization Grant Program of the Roxbury Arts Group, and in accordance with the expectations of the Agent’s own financial procedures which must be followed by the Sponsor [which can be detailed here], and 
c) Provide quarterly reports tracking actual expenses. Any reports required by any funding or sponsoring agency regarding the progress or outcomes of the Project, involvement of volunteers, achievement of Project goals and milestones, shall be provided by Sponsor.

Agent will not function as agent for Sponsor for any other purpose than as fiscal agent as defined herein.

4. Fee for Services.  The Fee for Fiscal Agent Services outlined in paragraph 2 shall be [five - ten] percent [5-10%] of revenues.  This fee will be invoiced once during the course of the Project.  The fee for services has been determined based on the scope of services, Project Duration, and the amount of funds to be managed by Agent as outlined above.  In the event that the scope of services, the Project Duration and/or the amount of funds to be managed by Agent changes, the fee is subject to revision as may mutually agreed upon by both Parties.
5. Project Contacts.  For the purposes of this Agreement.  Agent’s contact shall be [Name], phone:  ***, [address], fax:  ***, e-mail:  ***.  Sponsor’s contact shall be [Name], phone:  phone:  ***, [address], fax:  ***, e-mail:  ***.
6. No commercial or Prohibited Political Purpose.  Sponsor warrants that it is non-commercial in nature and that neither Sponsor nor any of its funds will be used to support a candidate for public office or specific governmental legislation.

7. Relationship.  Except as explicitly set forth in this Agreement, neither party to this Agreement is, nor will it hold itself out, as an agent or representative of the other, nor is there a partnership or joint venture between Agent and Sponsor with respect to Agent, Sponsor or any other matter.

8. Indemnification.  Sponsor shall indemnify and hold Agent harmless to the maximum extent possible under the law for any claims, demands, suits, or judgments that are caused by or arise out of Agent’s role as fiscal agent for Sponsor, except to the extent of Agent's own negligence.

9. Financial Responsibilities.  Except as expressly set forth in this Agreement, Agent is not assuming any financial, programmatic or other responsibilities towards or on behalf of Sponsor, including, without limitation, any responsibility for auditing Sponsor.

10. Entitlement.  This Agreement does not entitle Sponsor to receive any funding whatsoever from Agent.  Rather, the Agreement is entered into for the primary purpose of permitting Agent to accept Project funds on behalf of Sponsor, to distribute said funds to Sponsor for the Project and to maintain financial records with respect to the Project. 

11. Independence.  Except as expressly provided in Paragraph 3 herein, nothing in this Agreement permits Agent to exercise any administrative control over Sponsor.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Agent acknowledges and agrees that: (a) Sponsor has the sole authority and discretion over how to expend Sponsor’s funds, whether or not those funds are initially administered by Agent; (b) Agent has no right of access to any records created or maintained by Sponsor, including without limitation records protected by the attorney-client privilege or work product doctrine; (c) Agent has no right to control the activities of Sponsor.

12. Entire Agreement. This is the entire agreement of the parties; all prior agreements are merged herein.  This Agreement may be modified only in writing and will be effective only if signed by both parties.

13. Counterparts. This Agreement shall be binding if executed in identical counterparts by the parties by original or facsimile signature.

14. Arbitration.  In the event of a dispute between the parties, they agree to submit the matter to binding arbitration through the American Arbitration Association.  The prevailing party in the arbitration shall be entitled to reasonable attorney fees and costs.
